
 

Curry’s Auto Service of Arlington Hosts Girl Scouts DASHBoard Road Safety Workshop 

 

Arlington, VA  – Forty of the area’s Girl Scouts learned about road 
safety at a workshop hosted by Curry’s Auto Service on June 12. 
The workshop included tips on car care, emergency roadside 
preparedness, car insurance, distracted driving, bike safety, seatbelt 
safety and the consequences of impaired driving. 

The workshop is part of the DASHBoard program, sponsored by 
Geico Insurance. The program is designed to educate girls on safe 
driving skills, auto care and careers in the automobile industry. 
Each participant receiving a Geico DASHBoard road safety patch.  
The Geico Gecko made a surprise visit at the end of the day.   

Kaitlin Hasseler, program specialist with the Girl Scout Council of 
the Nation's Capita, helped to organize the program. Curry’s Auto 
Service, I Drive Smart, Geico and the Fairfax County Police 
Department all contributed to the success of the event.  Several 

Officers from the Police Department brought the “Seatbelt 
Convincer”, a contraption that has a car seat mounted on the top of 
a slanted platform that propels you at 5 mph to a complete halt.  
The participant experiences the force that a body absorbs when it 
hits an object and how a seatbelt protects the passenger.   

Scott Coulter, VP of Operations for Curry’s Auto Service, along with CFO Kim Holcomb, who are avid cyclists, set up an array of 
various bicycles and discussed how to maintain your bikes and how to stay safe  while sharing the road with vehicles. Topics included 
hand signals, specialty safety gear, tire inflation and bike safety checks to conduct before heading out for a ride.  They also 
demonstrated some roadside skills including how a tire is changed and how to re-engage a chain. 

Chris Prack, Technical Director for Curry’s, along with technician Andrew Goodnight presented car safety and maintenance.  Girls 
learned the various parts and fluids under the hood and what to look for while doing a simple safety check.  They also learned the 
basics of changing a tire, jump starting a car and other roadside assistance tips.  Each participant received a Curry’s tire gauge and a 
tread dept indicator and practiced how to use them.
