Arlington, Virginia  – Former Redskins Running Back Brian Mitchell, also an auto aficionado and a customer at Curry’s, 
spoke to 110 members and guests of the Potomac Area Porsche Club on Saturday, July 18, at Curry’s Auto Service, 
4160B South Four Mile Run Road in Arlington 
 
He spoke about his cool cars (which have included Porsches, Mercedes and Ferraris) and his Super Bowl championship. 

As typical of any car enthusiast, Brian enjoys driving many cars and upgrading them so they can go as fast as 
possible.  He shared his stories of driving fast and drew parallels between playing football and racing:  You have to be a 
little crazy to go that fast and tough to face people/the opponents/the track/ head on, he said.  

He discussed the importance of having focus at all times.Distraction or lack of focus could cause some major problems 
during game play and while you're behind the wheel of your car going fast. If you don't have focus, something could go 
wrong with just the snap of a finger! 

Mitchell attributed his success to two things; realizing that your job is just a game, you have to enjoy it and have fun and, 
secondly, that with any business/and or job, you have to handle it properly- have to take care of your "tools".  With driving, 
your tools are your car, etc.  With football it's your body.  You have to protect it and take care of it.  

Members of the Potomac Area Porsche Club toured the recently renovated Curry’s Auto Service facility, which includes 
updated computer and diagnostic systems and an interactive customer waiting area. Of special interest to the Porsche 
Club is the new state-of-the-art Hunter "touch-free" tire mounting machine. 
 
Matt Curry, owner of Curry’s Auto Service, is a member of the Porsche Club. He drives a 2006 Cayman S and races a 
1987 944 turbo. Curry recently returned from Watkins Glen, N.Y., where he did some road racing with the Potomac Area 
Porsche Club.  
 
“We teach people how to drive around the track fast – safely,” he says. Curry attends road races at Summit Point, West 
Virginia, Virginia International Raceway near Danville and other events throughout the year and is an instructor for many 
of the clubs and tracks.
